Team Challenge Ladies - 2024

Team Challenge is Team Match Play (Four Ball Match)

e Team Best Ball, each team consists of 2 members.

e Players must be members in good standing of the Turner Valley Golf Club

e Each team can play every other team once. If you do not complete a match both teams
will receive zero points.

e Each player can play a match from any tee they « Each player can play a match from
any tee they are comfortable playing from. So, in a match you may have 3 players playing
white and 1 playing red or maybe 1 playing silver and 3 playing white or maybe even
someone wants to play from the blue.

e As per the RCGA match play rules, players must play to 90% of their handicap.

e Handicaps will be reduced to the lowest in the group and then strokes per handicap hole
taken.

e Ateam may concede a hole any time prior to the start or conclusion of a hole.

e A concession may not be declined or withdrawn.

e Honour goes to the player/team that won the last hole.

e A player may not knowingly give wrong information (i.e. your opponent is entitled to
know the number of strokes you have made when requested). Penalty stroke must be

reported to your opponent, unless it is obvious that you are proceeding under a rule
requiring a penalty.

All matches must be played by Saturday August 31, 2024

Payout based on entries.

Winners will be determined by total accumulated number of points won. In the event of a tie
for first place, the score(s) from the match played between the tied teams(s) will be used to
determine winners.

Scoring
The team with the player who records the lowest net score on the hole, wins the hole.
Total of 36 points available for each match played:

2 points for each hole won

1 point for each hole tied

0 points for each hole loss

Use of a Spare (Substitute)



If a team uses a spare for a match, the spare MUST play off 75% of her handicap. Spares
must be a current member of TVGC.

Scheduling Matches
Teams are responsible for scheduling and booking their own matches.

Administration

The winners of each match are responsible for reporting the match results. In the case of a
tie both teams are responsible. Please do this via email to debb5607@gmail.com or text
403-880-0091. Please submit the first and last name of all 4 players and totals for both
teams.

Entry Fee
$120 per team or $60 per player

Payout - determined by number of entries (based on 7 teams)

Winning Team $ 350
Second Place Team $ 250
Third Place Team $ 180
Fourth Place Team $ 60

Payouts as usual, are gift cards.

Entering Scores for Handicap

e Scores will be used for handicap purposes; therefore, all four scores must be recorded.
However, if a player is out of the hole, she should pick up and record her maximum to
speed up play. Team Challenge scores DO NOT need to be entered as a tournament score
("T" score), as per our Club Handicap Committee.

¢ Handicap maximum on each hole is net double bogey. Net Double Bogey = Double
Bogey + any handicap strokes you receive. For example, if you take a 9 on number one
and you get 2 strokes on this hole then your max will be an 8: 6 (double bogey) + 2
handicap strokes.

e For calculating your handicap maximums, you use your full handicap, not the 90% used
for the match.
